 2. Electrical:  Is the bat-

tery on a "trickle 

charger"?  Or should you 

give it a good charge be-

fore heading out on that 

first run?  

 

3. Brakes:  Have you 

checked the system for 

leaks?  Hoses and fittings 

have a tendency to fail 

when left unused for a 

period of time.  Now's a 

good time to top off 

or drain and refill.  

4.Cooling system:  Check 

that level and flush and 

refill if needed! 

 

 

 

 

5. Tires.  Check your 

pressure and look for 

damage. 

In general, lets make sure 

that first run is enjoyable 

and you're not sitting by 

the roadside waiting for 

the flatbed!!
